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Xiaomi 5G phones to get SA
network updates from Oct

OTAtweak will power phones by standalone network that Reliance plansto launch

New Delhi, 6 September

C hinese gadget maker
Xiaomi will provide an
over-the-air (OTA) soft-
ware upgrade from October to
all its seven million 5G users,
who have bought the devices
since May 2020 so that their
phones can be powered by a
standalone (SA) network that
Reliance is planning to launch.

Currently, these SG phones
work only on a non-stand-
alone (NSA) 5G network. The
company has ruled out a sub-
%10,000 phone in its portfolio
this year until 5G chipsets
prices fall.

The assurance on 5G SA all-
ays concerns raised by telecom
operators like Airtel over the
lack of an ecosystem of devices
to support the SA network in
India. As a result, Airtel will
power its network on NSA 5G.

Muralikrishnan B, newly
appointed president of Xiaomi
India, explained that the com-
pany was working on the OTA
software update for SA 5G.

AR (augmented reality) and
VR (virtual reality), and gam-
ing, all of which will catalyse
demand for 5G,” said
Muralikrishnan.

The company will work
with operators for “bundling
opportunities” with, say, data
packs that would make it eas-
ier for consumers to upgrade
to 5G.

Responding to allegations
of poor levels of localisation by
foreign device manufacturers,
Muralikrishnan said that
Xiaomi manufactures 99 per
cent of its phones in India.
Talks with vendors are on to
bring the manufacture of dis-
play, vibrator, and flexible
printed circuit boards (which
are critical for higher value
addition) here, too.

The value addition, for a
Xiaomi phone that is sourced
locally, is already 70 per cent.
The concern, the company’s
India head said, was the lack
of an ecosystem for sub-assem-
blies. However, wherever com-
ponents are made in India, the

He pointed out that while
all 5G devices in the market
will get updated, new 5G
devices will come with built-
in SA software by the year-end.
“It will definitely have to be by
the end of this year as once
updates are ready, rolling them
out on new devices in the fac-
tory is a minor and simple
activity,” he said.

Muralikrishnan said that
sub-¥10,000 5G phones would
not be available this year
because of the high price of 5G
chips that will take time to
come down.

Nearly 25 per cent of
smartphones across technol-
ogy that are sold are priced
above 320,000, he added. This

by Xiaomi were priced above
320,000.

According to him, the
inflexion point will occur when
meaningful 5G device options
in the sub-¥20,000 price point
are available and only then will
the market start growing.

Currently, while Xiaomi has
20 5G devices, only two are
cheaper than %20,000 and
when there is an offer, another
phone could be added. With
the new launch of its sub-
%15,000 phone, there will be
four devices in the ring.

“It is a function of chipset
pricing where 5G chipsets were
at a premium over 4G for the
same specifications by 23,000
for the last few years. And high-
end customers want a phone
that is a lot more future-proof
as they want it to last for three

This is why all the phones
that the company sold in the
%20,000-plus bracket were in
5G. “Over a period of time, this
trend will start to penetrate the
15,000 to X20,000 segment
and then between 310,000 and
15,000, which will take longer.
Even if one fast-forwards to six
months later, there will contin-
ue to be a premium of 5G
chipsets over 4G on the same
specification,” he said.

Xiaomi predicts a “huge”
acceleration in 5G mobile
device demand in the second
quarter of 2023 because while
operators have promised a
launch in October, they expect
the network to be in larger mar-
kets across the country by the
end of 2023.

“While we will have 5G
phones in all price points,

Muralikrishnan said that
talks are on for a possible
Production Linked Incentive
plan for components for smart-
phones that could accelerate
localisation  further. For
instance, Xiaomi has already
localised camera modules.

On the government asking
global mobile device makers to
push exports to help India
reach its ambitious target for
electronic exports by 2026,
Muralikrishnan said that while
the country had certain cost
disadvantages Xiaomi was
working on a plan to negate
them and would share it with
the former when ready.

He also said that the com-
pany derived “alot of comfort”
from the government, ending
speculation that sub-¥10,000
phones will be reserved for

Kerala liquor
sales set for
all-time high

Chennai, 6 September

Kerala is likely to witness all-
time high liquor sales this
Onam, the harvest festival,
with the season already
reporting a 30 per cent hike.
According to the Kerala
State Beverages Corporation
(BevCo), the first few days of
this Onam season have set the
tone for record sales.
“During last year’s Onam
season, our sales were around
%561 crore. This year, we
expect it to be over I700
crore,” said Yogesh Gupta,
chairman and managing
director, BevCo. During the
first five days, starting from
August 31, sales touched 324
crore, up from248 crore dur-
ingthe same period last year.
According to media
reports, around 3.29 million
out of 334 million people in
the state consume liquor.
Around 2.98 million are men
and 310,000 women, with
around 500,000 consuming
liquor on a daily basis.
BevCo said the major rea-
son for the rise in sales is the
recovery in customer spends
following two years of Covid-
19. “We were not able to oper-
ate freely last year as there
were containment zones as
well. This time, we are also
ensuring availability of
brands and, hence, the sales
are the highest ever. We have
opened more than 100 dis-
play pick-up shops or self-ser-
vice shops this year,” Gupta
added. The final data of the
Onam season will be available
only after September 11.

The new stores are
expected to push sales further
this year, with BevCo ensur-
ing the availability of a major-
