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Bihar polls: Gehlot stepsin to
defuse Grand Alliance tensions

Meets Lalu amid seat-sharing chaos among partners, candidate clashes

New Delhi/Patna, 22 October

With the election campaign of the Rash-
triyaJanataDal (RJD)-led “grand alliance”
in disarray in Bihar — its partners have
fielded candidates against one another in
atleasteight constituencies — senior Con-
gress leader Ashok Gehlot met RJD Presi-
dent Lalu Prasad in Patna on Wednesday
to ease tensions among the allies.

The Jharkhand Mukti Morcha (JMM),
which heads the INDIA bloc’s coalition
government in neighbouring Jharkhand,
hasalready withdrawn from the alliancein
Bihar following the RJD’s refusal toaccom-
modate its request to field candidates.

Afterarrivingin Patna, Gehlotsaid that
“afriendly fight in five or ten seats is no big
deal”. After his meeting with Prasad, he
said that the confusion over such contests
would be resolved by the last date for with-
drawal of nomination papers on Thursday.
However, five of the constituencies where
“grand alliance” partners are pitted against
each other will go to the polls in the first
phase, for which the withdrawal deadline
had already ended on Monday.

The Assembly segments where the
Opposition alliance partners will contest
together are Narkatiaganj, Vaishali, Raja-
pakar, Rosera, Bachhwara, Kahalgaon,
Biharsharif and Sikandara.

The Congress is contesting 61 seats,
while the Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD) has
fielded candidates in 143 constituencies.
The Communist Party of India (CPI) is con-
testing nine seats, the Communist Party of
India (Marxist) four, and the Communist
Party of India (Marxist-Leninist) Liber-
ation — which had the best strike rate in
the Mahagathbandhan in 2020, winning 12

candidates in 20 Assembly segments this
time. The Mukesh Sahani-led Vikassheel
Insaan Party is contesting 15 seats.

The RJD has urged its allies to with-
draw their candidates, asserting that asthe
lead party of the alliance, it should contest
the largest share of seats in Bihar.

After meeting RJD’s Prasad, Gehlot said
winning Bihar was “extremely important”
for the Opposition alliance after its Maha-
rashtra defeat. When asked whether the
Congresswould declare RJD leader Tejashwi
Yadav as the alliance’s chief ministerial can-
didate, Gehlotreplied: “Why doyouwant me
tomake such an announcement?”

Gehlot said: “You saw the chemistry
between Rahul (Gandhi) and Tejashwi
during the Voter Adhikar Yatra two
months ago, when the two leaders
travelled acrossthesstate. They will take an
appropriate decision at the right time.” He
claimed that “the turmoil within the

Yadav also promised that these ‘com-
munity mobilisers’ will be given a
monthly salary of 330,000 if the
opposition alliance forms a gov-
ernment in the state after the
ensuing assembly polls. Talking
to reporters here, the RJD leader
said that interest on loans which
Jeevika Didis’ have taken will be
waived if the INDIA bloc
comes to power in

Bihar. PTI

National Democratic Alliance (NDA) is, in
fact, greater than in our camp. But the
media does not highlight it because of a
bias in favour of the ruling coalition.”

The 243-member Bihar Assembly will
gotothe polls in two phases — on Novem-
ber 6 and 11 — with results set to be
announced on November 14.

In another setback for the “grand
alliance”, the Election Commission on
Wednesday cancelled the nomination of
RJD candidate Shweta Suman from the
Mohania Assembly seat after finding that
she was a native of Uttar Pradesh. Moha-
nia, in Kaimur district, is reserved for
Scheduled Castes, and natives of another
state are not eligible to contest elections in
such constituencies, officials said. The
restriction, however, does not apply to gen-
eral seats. Suman alleged that hernomina-
tion had been cancelled under “pressure”
from the BJP’s top leadership, claiming she
had been residing in Bihar for 20 years.

New Delhi, 22 October

Ramping up its preparations
for special intensive revision of
voter lists across India, the
Election Commission top brass
on Wednesday assessed the
progress made on mappingthe
currentelectorswith the voters
as per the last SIR in different

states. The exercise will help
state poll machinery find out
the number of electors who
were in the electoral roll after
the last intensive revision and
continue to be in the latest
voter list. As was the case in
Bihar, the voters will not have
to submit any documents but
only semi-filled enumeration
forms.

There is a view in EC that
mapping of current electors
with those in the last SIR will
ensure that more than half the
electorate in most states may
not give any documentsin SIR.

The commission reviewed
the status of appointment and
training of district election
officers, electoral registration
officers, and Dbooth-level

officers, and booth-level agents
who are appointed by a politi-
cal party. The two-day meet is
the second since September to
decide on the massive exercise.
Chief Election Commis-
sioner Gyanesh Kumar and
Election Commissioners S S
Sandhu and Vivek Joshi met all
state chief electoral officers
here to review preparedness.

Residents of Delhi and
the National Capital
Region (NCR) continued
to breathe toxic air for
the second day running
on Wednesday (October
22), with the average air
quality index (AQI) for
the last 24 staying ‘very
poor’. At 1600 hours, the
AQI was recorded at 353
for the national capital.
Only Gurugram saw a
slight improvement,
with its air quality
moving to the ‘poor’ cat-
egory (at 280) from ‘very
poor’ (at 370) on Tues-
day. The region has wit-
nessed a spike in air
pollution levels follow-
ing incessant cracker
burning on Diwali night
(October 20). The PM 2.5
levels remained at seri-
ously high levels on
October 22 as well.

Among major metros,
Mumbai and Kolkata
saw slight improve-
ments in their AQI
levels, while Chennai
moved into the ‘satisfac-
tory’ category from
‘moderate’ the previous
day on account of rain-
fall.

Meanwhile, incidents
of stubble burning (a
major contributor to the
pollution levels in sev-
eral north Indian cities)
have alsorisen in the
last 10 days in states like
Punjab and Madhya Pra-
desh.

India rises to 9th
spot in forest
arca: FAO report

India has climbed to the ninth spot
globally in total forest area and
retained its third rank in annual
forest area gain, according to a new
report released by the UN Food and
Agriculture Organisation (FAO).

The Environment Ministry said
this reflects the success of India’s
large-scale afforestation and com-
munity-led forest protection efforts
under Prime Minister Narendra
Modi’sleadership.

Union Environment Minister
Bhupender Yadav said India’s rise
from the 10th to the ninth position
marks a “major achievement” in
sustainable forest management and
ecological conservation.

The minister said that growing
public participation in tree planta-
tion campaigns, particularly under
the ‘Ek Ped Ma Ke Naam’ initiative,
and large-scale state government
drives have contributed to this prog-
ress.

“Hereis areasonto rejoice forall
Indians. We have achieved oth rank
in terms of forest area at the global
level ascompared to10th spotinthe
previous assessment. We have also
maintained our 3rd position glo-
bally in terms of annual gain. Global

Itis notified for general information that the outstanding balance
of 6.89% Tamil Nadu SDL, 2025 issued in terms of the
Government of Tamil Nadu, Finance Department, Notification
No.443(L)/W&M-112019, dated November 15, 2019 will be repaid
atparon November 20, 2025 with interest due up to and including
November 19, 2025. In the event of a holiday being declared on the
aforesaid date by any State Government under the Negotiable
Instruments Act, 1881, the loan will be repaid by the paying offices
in that State on the previous working day. No interest will accrue on
the loan from and after November 20, 2025.

2. As per sub-regulation 24(2) and 24(3) of Government
Securities Regulations, 2007 payment of maturity proceeds to the
registered holder of Government Security held in the form of
Subsidiary General Ledger or Constituent Subsidiary General
Ledger account or Stock Certificate shall be made by a pay order
incorporating the relevant particulars of his bank account or by
credit to the account of the holder in any bank having facility of
receipt of funds through electronic means. For the purpose of
making payment in respect of the securities, the original subscriber
or the subsequent holders of such a Government Securities, as the
case may be, shall submit to the Bank or Treasury and Sub-
Treasury or branch of State Bank of India, where they are enfaced /
registered for payment of interest, as the case may be, the relevant
particulars of their bank account.

3. However, in the absence of relevant particulars of bank
account/mandate for receipt of funds through electronic means, to
facilitate repayment on the due date, holders of 6.89% Tamil Nadu
SDL, 2025 should tender their securities at the Public Debt Office,
20 days in advance. The securities should be tendered for
repayment, duly discharged on the reverse thereof as under:-

“Received the Principal due on the Certificate”.

4. It should be particularly noted that at places where the
treasury work is done by a branch of the State Bank of India, the
securities, if they are in the form of Stock Certificates, should be
tendered at the branch of the bank concerned and not at the
Treasury or Sub -Treasury.

5. Holders who wish to receive payment at places other than
those where the securities have been enfaced for payment should
send them duly discharged to the Public Debt Office concerned by
Registered and Insured Post. The Public Debt Office will make
payment by issuing a draft payable at any Treasury/Sub-Treasury
or branch of State Bank of India conducting Government Treasury
work in the State of Tamil Nadu.
